Many household devices and appliances run on electricity. Some plug in to the mains and others run on batteries. 





An electrical circuit consists of a cell or battery connected to a component using wires. If there is a break in the circuit, a loose connection or a short circuit, the component will not work.





A switch can be added to a circuit to turn the component on and off.





Metals are good conductors. Non-metallic solids are insulators except for graphite (pencil lead). Water, if not completely pure, also conducts electricity.

Settlements are places where people live. Settlements can vary in size and shape.





Villages are small settlements which can vary in size from a few hundred people to a few thousand people. This settlement will have some services, such as a post office, a small shop for essential items and sometimes a small place of worship. Depending on the size of this settlement, there may be a primary school and a doctor’s practice. 





A town is a type of settlement which has tens of thousands of people. This type of settlement will have services such as primary and secondary schools, train stations, hospitals and shopping centres. It also has large supermarkets and will have at least one place of worship.





A city contains hundreds of thousands to millions of people. This type of settlement has many different types of services, including universities, sports stadiums and a greater variety of shops. This type of settlement also has a large number of restaurants, transport links and different places of worship.
